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We raise meat lambs for 4H that my daughter shows in the local
fair. We'd had some disappointments in weight gain and general
health, and, hearing about DYNAMITE¨ , got in touch with Rowan
Emrys.

A Coup in the Coop?

I had occasion this summer to again wit-
ness the great healing powers of the
DYNAMITE¨ products, this time on fowl.
